           Minutes of Monthly Meeting for Business Held Fifth Month 21, 2017
At Green Street Monthly Meeting of the Religious Society of Friends, held at 45 West School House Lane, Philadelphia, Pennsylvania, on Fifth Month 21, 2017: Business Meeting convened at 12:30 pm in prayerful silence.

17-05-01 The clerk welcomed Friends, thanking them for attending the meeting.

17-05-02 Friends reviewed and assented to the agenda. 

17-05-03 Minute of Appreciation for the Annual Barbecue
Friends expressed their gratitude for the amazing barbecue lunch provided before business meeting by Gabbreell James, Kenyatta James, Cheryl McFadden and assistant Friends. Friends listed dishes for which they were particularly thankful, including the marinated pork, the sweet potatoes, and the veggie skewers. Thanks were also given for the fish, as well as the fact that there were many vegetarian options. We look forward to next year.

17-05-04 Rug Committee

JoAnn Seaver read Sharon Mullally’s report. The Committee has received two additional estimates on the rug replacement. One promising estimate was from a company that recycles our old carpet, and which would use a remnant to carpet the meeting room. Currently the only sample they have is a gray color with a white pattern. The other estimate was from Reinhardt’s. The Committee will make further decisions in June.

JoAnn asked Friends to let Sharon know any suggestions, and the Meeting encourages the Committee to continue their good work, but not to wait until the end of the summer. Friends also remind the Committee that the meeting room is also used by the School, and we trust that the committee is considering a color and style that will be acceptable to the School community in addition to the Meeting. A Friend asked that the Committee consider the possibility of environmental concerns including VOCs or rugs that might trigger allergies. Friends would like to see the picture of the sample. 

The Committee is released to continue their work and make the final decision.

17-05-05 Property Committee

Dan McDevitt and Larry McEwan reported on the plans for the kitchen renovation. The group has made good progress and is at the midpoint in the design. The hope is to have a final design by June which we can use to get bids. 

Larry reported on fruitful meetings that he has had with Gabbreell James and Margie Felton from the Meeting, as well as members of the School community. These meetings have given good feedback, which he has used in his design. In addition, the firm has met with a consultant from Singer Equipment to discuss the exhaust system options, and those plans have been reviewed and were met positively by the historical commission. Finally, Larry explained the current idea about how to install accessible ramps for the dining room and other parts of the school campus. This plan addresses some of the current concerns about safe fire egress for the dining room.

The next steps include plans for managing acoustics in the dining room and planning for listening assistance in the meeting room. For the kitchen, a discussion will take place about specifics on the cabinets and counters in order to get a cost estimate. Larry recommends that we ask Singer to start to fabricate those components as we go through the bid process, so that once we have made a decision on general contractor, these parts will be built and ready to install. Once the design phase is done, the architects will produce drawings and start the application process for permits from the city. The bidding process can take place concurrently with the application period. 

Friends asked clarifying and detailed questions, which Larry responded to with the current plans and considerations. Many of the concerns will be addressed as the design is finalized. 

The Clerk expressed gratitude to Larry and Dan for their work and for coming to report to business meeting again. The meeting hopes to have further information and to be engaged in the bidding process by the Sixth month business meeting. Worship and Ministry is responsible for arranging our summer meeting hosting with Germantown Friends Meeting.

Traci Hjelt Sullivan reported on behalf of the Trustees; they are confident that the Meeting is fully able to fund this project. Friends are thankful and happy to finally be making the building accessible.
